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Parking
Parking is in high demand at Marina Beach Park, especially during the peak months.  There is overflow parking available along Admiral Way and designated overflow parking within the Port property.  We would like to hear your thoughts on parking considerations as we move forward with the park master plan.  

Dog Park
The OLAE off leash dog area is a cherished and heavily used community resource.  The City would like to hear your feedback about water quality, pet safety, mitigating pet/human conflicts will be considered and incorporated into the master planning process.  

Edmonds Crossing
Edmonds Crossing will be a consideration during the master planning process for Marina Beach.  That said, WSDOT/Ferries has no current plans, or funding, to proceed with this project in the near future.  This development could be 20-30 years out.  We believe we should move forward with park redevelopment so the Edmonds community can enjoy the park for the next 20-30 years.  If the Edmonds Crossing project moves forward in the future, we will coordinate with WSDOT at that time.    

Train Trench
Tetra Tech has done some initial feasibility studies for the train trench.  Initial estimates for that effort indicate the project is cost prohibitive.  The City is working on securing funding to implement a complete alternatives study for an at grade train mitigation. 

Safety/Security/Lighting
Marina Beach Park is a dawn to dusk park.  The Port locks and unlocks the gates to the park each morning and at dusk.  The Port also provides a certain level of peripheral surveillance and security for the park.  This collaboration will continue with the redevelopment of Marina Beach Park.  

Restrooms
There has been an expressed interest in providing permanent restroom facilities at the park.  Water and sewer are available at the adjacent port property.  We would like to hear your feedback on the need for such a facility.  

Personal Water Craft Launch
A personal water craft hand launch area’ is currently accommodated at Olympic Beach.  We would like to know if the community is interested in moving that use to, or duplicating that use, at Marina Beach 

Willow Creek Alignment
Community sentiment has been split 50/50 on whether alignment A or B is preferred.  We would like to hear your thoughts on the pros and cons of each.  

Permitting issues/Creek Buffers (The design team will begin looking at buffer requirements for the daylighting of Willow Creek in the coming months and will share our findings at Open House #2.

Play Structure
The play structure is a well-used community resource within the park.  The City would like to hear your feedback on the quality of, and demand for, the play structure.   

BNSF – Third Track
The potential for a third BNSF track is not in the foreseeable future.  Similar to the Edmonds Crossing project, this development could be 20-30 years out.  We believe we should move forward with park redevelopment so the City of Edmonds can enjoy the park for the next 20-30 years.  Should a third BNSF line move forward in the future, we will coordinate with BNSF at that time.
