Designed to educate pet owners of all ages, PAWS’ Pet Safety Day (May 17,
11 am – 2 pm) will be a fun and interactive event that aims to give dog and cat owners across Snohomish and King Counties practical advice and solutions for keeping their animals safe. The event is sponsored by Northpointe Animal Hospital.
