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LOW INCOME HOUSING PANEL TO BE HELD

(Edmonds - WA) A forum on local low-income housing needs will be held at 6:30 pm, April 24, at the Edmonds
Library Plaza Room, 650 Main Street. It is sponsored by the Edmonds Housing Instability Coalition in
cooperation with the City of Edmonds.
